Today is the last of a five-week Sunday series on the 1* letter of John. In this
letter, John says love comes from God, and he encouraged the believers to
love one another.

‘Letter of ‘Love from John

While the first epistle of John does not identify an author, most scholars
believe it was written by the apostle John, who also wrote the Gospel of John.
Its style, vocabulary, and themes strongly mirror that book. He was a
fisherman, the son of Zebedee and brother of James, another of the 12
disciples.

Scholars think 1 John was written around A.D. 85-95 to believers in what is
today Turkey, perhaps while living in Ephesus. At the time of its writing, many
Christians were experiencing a crisis of faith because of persecution and false
teaching. Some had returned to Judaism, and others were floundering,
confused by messages that Jesus was perhaps not fully human or the actual Son
of God. Still, others struggled with cultural pressure to worship the Roman
emperor. Others wrestled with loving one another.

1 John reads more like an encouraging speech or sermon rather than an
instructional letter. It is filled with inspiration and reassurance about the core
truths of the Gospel, offering simple yet morally critical parallelisms that
underscore the message of the cross: love vs. hate, light vs. dark, Christ vs.
antichrist, and so forth.

As John writes, “We proclaim to you what we have seen and heard, so that you
also may have fellowship with us. And our fellowship is with the Father and
with his Son, Jesus Christ” (1 John 1:3). Here, the word “fellowship” means a
deep communal, covenantal sharing.

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

Christ has died.

Christ is risen.

Christ will come again.

Remembering his death and resurrection, we now present to you from your
creation this bread and this wine. By your Holy Spirit may they be for us
the Body and Blood of our Savior Jesus Christ. Grant that we who share these gifts
may be filled with the Holy Spirit and live as Christ’s Body in the world.
Bring us into the everlasting heritage of your daughters and sons,

that with St. John and all your saints, past, present, and yet to come,

we may praise your Name for ever.

Through Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, to
you be honor, glory, and praise, for ever and ever. AMEN.
